The Australian Open men’s final produced the first five set final since 1988. Once again the two top men in world tennis met in a Grand Slam final with Nadal edging out Federer 7-5,3-6,7-6,3-6,6-2. It was an emotional night for Federer who was trying to win his 14th Grand Slam title and equal Pete Sampras’ record. Nadal, at the age of 22 has now won his 6th Grand Slam title and with age on his side will be looking to set records of his own. On the ladies side Serena Williams won a one-sided final against Dinara Safina 6-0,6-3 to lift her 10th Grand Slam crown.
